Eiliniuose Zurnalo tomuose,
i8skyrus 38-gji, skirta E. Jakulio monografijai apie tekéti, teka tipo veiksmazodzius,
spausdinta straipsniai, recenzijos, informacija; prieduose skelbti tarptautiniy baltisty
konferencijy (kongresu) praneS$imai. Baltistica isteigta daugiausia profesoriaus Jono
Kazlausko (1930-1970), tapusio Zurnalo redaktoriumi, iniciatyva. Pirmajam redaktoriui
mirus Zurnala ilga laika redagavo profesorius Vytautas MazZiulis (1970-1996), o 1996
redaktoriumi iSrinktas profesorius Bonifacas Stundzia.

Jubiliejinis 40-asis Baltisticos tomas yra kiek kitoks nei ankstesni — jo antrojo (t.y.
§io) sasiuvinio didZiaja dali uzima keturiasdesimties tomy ir $esiy priedy bibliografija.
Pagal Petro Skirmanto sukurtg programa duomenis bibliografijai kompiuteriu surinko
Jekaterina Jefremova, bibliografijos teming rodykle sudaré ir korektiirg skait¢ Birute
Kabaginskaité. Bibliografijos sudaryma rémeé Valstybineé lietuviy kalbos komisija.

Straipsniy ir informacijuy bibliografija yra sudaryta pagal autoriy pavardes abécéles
tvarka (vieno autoriaus straipsniai ar informacijos i8déstyta chronologiskai). Santrau-
kas turindiy straipsniy pavadinimas dar pateikiamas apra$§o pabaigoje lauZtiniuose
skliaustuose ta kalba, kuria para$yta santrauka. Recenzijy bibliografija sudaryta pagal
recenzuojamus leidinius irgi abécélés tvarka. Po publikacijos pavadinimo nurodoma Bt
tomas resp. priedas, skliausteliuose sasiuvinis, metai ir publikacijos puslapiai (skyrybos
Zenklai — kableliai). Teminéje rodykléje nurodomas publikacijos (taip pat ir recenzijos)
autorius, o po kablelio— leidinio tomas, sasiuvinis ir puslapiai.
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Foreword

This year we are commemorating the 40™ anniversary of the appearance of the first
volume of the journal Baltistica (1965). During that period, 40 volumes in two fascicles
and six volumes of supplements (the third had two fascicles) comprising over 11,000
pages have been published. Regular volumes of the journal (except for the 38® which
was devoted to E. Jakulis’ study on the verbs of the type Lith. fekéti, teka) contained
articles, reviews and general information. In the supplements texts of presentations
at international conferences (congresses) on Baltic linguistics were published. Baltistica
was founded mainly on the initiative of Professor Jonas Kazlauskas (1930-1970) who
was its first editor. After his death, for many years (1970-1996) the journal was edited
by Professor Vytautas Maziulis; since 1996 Baltistica has been edited by Professor
Bonifacas Stundzia.

The jubilee volume of the journal is different from the previous ones. The major part
of the second fascicle contains a bibliography of the 40 volumes and six supplements.
Jekaterina Jefremova compiled the bibliography with the help of a computer program
prepared by Petras Skirmantas. Biruté Kabasinskaité prepared a subject index and read
the proof. The production of the bibliography was sponsored by the State Commission
of the Lithuanian Language.

The bibliography of the articles and informational items is arranged alphabetically
according to the name of the author (under the name of each author the articles or
informational items are presented chronologically). The title of the article with a summary
is repeated at the end of the description in angle brackets in the language of the summary.
The bibliography of the reviews is also arranged alphabetically according to the name
of the publication reviewed. After the title of the publication the following information
is given: the volume or supplement of Baltistica, in brackets the fascicle, the year of
publication and pages are indicated (separated by a comma). The subject index specifies
the author of the publication (review) and, after a comma, the volume, fascicle and the

pages.
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
